Ibs. When he arrived as the result of a
foreclosure, he was terrified of
humans, but has quickly discovered
that they are the source of yummy goodies and lovely rubs,
which he greatly enjoys.

When a family lost their farm to a foreclosure, another family
took their three llamas, 36 chickens, and a variety of other
animals. Then they discovered that there were three rabbits,
so they took them, too. Redford, a beautiful, rust-colored
male, was delighted to find himself with two white female
bunnies, and quickly did what young male rabbits do—
fathered two litters that were born on May 25, 2008. One doe
rejected her babies, but the other accepted them, and did a
fantastic job of caring for ten little ones.

Melanie and Joey were returned by
their adopters because she “couldn’t
give them the attention they need.”

However, because they
have had experience as house rabbits, and because they are
sweet bunnies, maybe these two five pound bunnies have a
chance at a forever home.

Maui, Icelandia, and Indira

Although these three are listed here together, they are
all single bunnies looking for a partner and a forever
home. However, they share a history. Having been in a
shelter in California, and all being ruby rabbits who
were passed over time and again because of prejudice
against pink-eyed white bunnies, they were the next to
be killed when the number of rabbits exceeded the
space the shelter had. Rabbit Match, a rescue
organization working with that shelter, considered these
three especially dear, and couldn’t bear to see them
killed. In desperation, they sent an email “to the four
corners of the earth,” asking if anyone could take them.
We had space, and agreed to do so. Rabbit Match
raised funds to pay for the transportation, and brought
them to us.

Maui is a male born in November
2007, and weighing 4 % 1bs. He
is super, super friendly, and begs
everyone to pet him, pick him up,
play with him, give him
attention—anything, except

leaving him alone.

Icelandia is a 7 % 1b female born in
May 2007, who was described as
Rabbit Match’s favorite bunny.

She rushes to the front of her crate
for pets; she does mongo “dead
bunny” flops; she is accustomed to,
and expects, tons of love and attention.

Indira is a less-than-a year-old
female weighing 4 Y4 Ibs. She is a
sweet, active rabbit, who has been
through a lot. Described by Rabbit
Match as having come to them “in
sad shape,” she has blossomed with

good care.

Sammy

This tan and grey mini-lop
(whose age we have yet to
determine) was a stray—
as his condition testified
upon arrival. He was
matted with an ear full of wax, had hair loss from an
old scrape, and was generally in poor shape. With a bit
of TLC and good nutrition, Sammy is beginning to
blossom, racing forward when people come by his
crate.
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Big Mama and Little Love
This was a most unlikely pair
of strays! Big Mamaisa5
year old, 12 % Ib French Lop,
who looks like she weighs
closer to 20! Little Love is a
2 % 1b 3 or 4 month-old baby girl, not related to Big Mama.
How the two came to be strays together is a mystery, but
they are totally devoted to each other.

Both are wonderfully friendly. They try to follow anyone
who enters their pen, making it difficult to leave them (you
want to stay and love on them!) and difficult to close the
door because one big head and one tiny body are doing
everything in their power to keep it from shutting.

Bippity

Born 6/08, this black and white Dutch
baby is, of course, adorable and
friendly. Adult weight will probably
be around 5 1bs.

Boppity

Born 6/08, this brown and white Dutch
baby is ALSO adorable and friendly.
As with the sibling, adult weight will
probably be around 5 Ibs.

He Ain't Heavy, He's My Brother

As empty-nesters with pIans to move to a mountain community an hour's drive away from the nearest rabbit-
savvy veterinarian and to use that home as a base for extended RV trips, we were

concerned about providing experienced and prompt medical care for our bunnies.

When we were on the road, we were worried about finding a veterinarian in an

unfamiliar city. The thought of making frantic Friday afternoon - before a long

weekend in the snow - trips down the mountain for emergency bunny care was
just too stressful to imagine. We certainly did not want to jeopardize the bunnies'

¢ health because we could not get medical care in time.

With that in mind, when Max, our 10-year old bunny lost his partner, as difficult as it was, we decided to stick
with the plan of "no more bunnies". Max became blind with cataracts and then suffered an e-cunniculi related
stroke, which caused him to be confused about where he was. Max would run frantically in circles until his back
legs got tangled beneath him and caused him to fall. Seeing him like this was absolutely heartbreaking. We felt
if he had a sighted partner he would be more secure and less frightened when he woke up from a nap and did
not know where he was. So we put our "no more bunnies" plan on hold and decided to find a helper-rabbit for
Max.

We wanted a mature, calm bunny who would be a loving companion for our old guy. Frankie, a bunny who had
faced unspeakable adversity, seemed a likely candidate. Frankie had arrived at CO-HRS starving and sporting a
huge abscess covering his forehead from ears to nose. Nancy LaRoche spent hours and hours tending to
Frankie, gently cleaning his wounds and administering treatments. After many months of medical care,
including weekly surgeries to clean his incision, Frankie was declared adoptable.

Frankie has an endearing way of insinuating himself on every two and four-legged being he encounters. With a
head bump and nose presented, dare I say "shoved", under chin or hand, Frankie demands to be petted,
groomed or otherwise acknowledged. He is active and curious with humans and
cats, but gentle and attentive with little Max. Frankie grooms Max lovingly as if
he knows exactly what he needs. Maybe Frankie remembers the love and care
he received from Nancy and is now giving that same thing to Max.

Whether cheek-to-cheek or nose-to-toes, they are always together. When Max
awakes frightened, Frankie is nearby to lean against him for support and
reassurance. Sometimes, I find Frankie lying across Max's back as if to say, "I've
got you, brother. Hang in there, bro!"
