Rabbit Rescues

The Dog & Cat Rescue . We captured two bunnies running free this summer. The first was at a dog and
cat rescue. This little bunny, later named Lady Luck, had been running free on the property for a year and a half. |
found out about her when | went to a garage sale that the rescue had as a fundraiser. They said she was quite
feisty. They knew this because they had captured her before and put her in a cage. When she began to get
aggressive during cage cleaning they set her free again. Knowing little about rabbits they thought she hated
being caged and wanted to be free again. Probably the dogs on the property helped keep predators away and
she survived.

We got permission to take her if we could catch her. Her favorite place to hang out was an unplugged
Pepsi machine outside. The next day Carolyn and | found her there. Getting her out was a trick. | could get my
head behind the machine just enough to see her in there but | couldn’t reach inside to get her. We fenced off the
area and tried to get her to come out by poking a stick under the machine. This only made her move around
inside the machine. We did manage to capture a mouse who ran from the machine and into our carrier. It was
released immediately.

We were about to give up when someone produced a key to unlock the Pepsi machine. When we opened
the machine Lady Luck was sitting in a small pocket on the door and | just reached in and picked her up.

We found another bunny on the property in a small hutch with no food or water. We took her too. Nancy
has her now and named her Sara. Except for Sara being overweight, both bunnies are in good shape.

The Scary Part of Town . A couple had been feeding a gray rabbit in their yard. Recently they noticed it
had puncture wounds. Afraid the wounds might get infected, they sought help. Turning first to Animal Control and
getting no help, they called the Humane Society who referred them to our vet who gave out our phone number.
We went off to find this elusive gray bunny. While this was in a scary part of town, we found most of the people
we met very nice. The couple told us what time of day they usually saw the bunny and Carolyn and | went the
next day at that time. We found her in a backyard but she was too tricky for us. When darkness came we had to
give up the chase.

During our time visiting with the couple we learned that the bunny had babies a while back but no one had
seen them for a while. We also learned that the gray bunny had had a black and white friend, probably daddy
bunny, which had gotten killed by a car.

Two days later we went back to look for the gray bunny better equipped to catch her. Before we left we
got a call from the couple that the man was feeding the bunny in front of an abandoned house down the street.
We raced over and sat a carrier close to the man. The bunny, who had hidden around the corner of the steps,
hopped back out, the man threw food into the carrier and she hopped in. As it turned out Miss Gracie, the gray
bunny, had two cuterebra and not puncture wounds as had been suggested.

Too Many Bunnies . We received an email from the Larimer County Humane Society saying 24 bunnies
were running free inside a home, needing to be captured and relocated. Could we help? How could we not help?
I met Nicki, a vet tech at my vet office, and Animal Control at this woman’s home. She had called AC and said
she was no longer able to care for the rabbits. Before we arrived she had captured many of the rabbits and put
them in an outdoor enclosure. The Animal Control Officers caught all the rest in the house except one. Nicki and |
sexed, evaluated, and sorted the rabbits. One rabbit was left with the woman at her request.

The conditions inside the house were awful. There were very few places where you could actually see the
floor. Boxes piled high with stuff and newspapers four to six inches deep covered the floor. Rabbit droppings
were everywhere. We had to step or crawl over stuff to get through the house. The flies were thick. What had it
been like in the summer heat? | had never been a house that bad where someone actually lived. Her animals are
being rescued but who is going to rescue this woman?

Animal Control took nine healthy rabbits to Larimer County Humane Society. We took thirteen, mostly
surprisingly healthy. Nine of the thirteen, including one pregnant bunny and one bunny with eye problems, went
to Nancy’s. Four are currently at our vet office waiting to be placed in foster homes. All except for one Jersey
Wooly were beautifully colored mini-lops. The mini-lops had very dirty, possibly infected ears. One had maggots
in its genital area.
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Pet Expo
We were asked to participate in the Animal House’s Pet Expo. Volunteers
Terri Harris, Cindy Bushong, Christne Haas, and Charles, Josie and Olivia Brett,
helped to introduce rabbits to the many people who stopped by the booth. They
gave out tons of informational handouts. We received a donation of two bunny
cages, which we have already used. While the focus of the Expo was on dogs, this
was great exposure for us.

At present we have thirteen foster bunnies, excluding any we keep from the mini-lop rescue.

$1.90 for pellets and papaya tablets and $3.93 for veggies. We typically average 130 rabbits at any given time.
